Dust explosions
There is always a risk of dust explosion in installations 

where finely-divided material is transported.

A dust explosion occurs when a critical mixture of finely 

divided material and air is ignited and burns rapidly 

with consequent rapid expansion and pressure rise. A 

common cause of ignition is a spark from electrostatic 

discharge. Dust and sawdust extraction installations 

must be designed to minimise sources of fire and explo-

sion.

Noise
In particle transport systems, where the pressure differ-

ens between in- and outside is big and where a little 

leakage may cause noise, the joints ought to be taped if 

low noise levels are required.
