° PC with HTML5 web browser, like Chrome, Firefox, Edge or Safari.
° Router with DHCP server / or providing static IP adresses.
° Ethernet cables

1. Connect your router

Connect your router to PC and to Regula Master.

Regula Master will get a IP-address, which is visible in the top main display menu by pressing right arrow. If you connect
to an internal network you just connect to the network (via Wi-Fi or cable).

In many cases a static IP address is needed from the local network. To get this the local IT-support must be involved.
The static IP is set manually on the RM with push buttoms.
