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Lindab Access door IPLR

Mounting instruction
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1. Cut a hole in the duct wall for the access door, 15 mm
narrower and 15 mm shorter than the access door be-
ing used (for example: 115 x 215mm access door size
= hole size 100 x 200mm).

2. Unscrew the hand knobs until the end of the hand
knob screws (Fig. 1).

3. Slip inner plate through duct opening at an angle (Fig.
2). Fig. 1

4. Align the access door into position.

5. Tighten the hand knobs (Fig. 3).

Hint! A self adhesive template is provided with the
access door to assist in cutting the correct sized hole in
the duct wall.
